Desription of Positions

Street Team :: Will go to local businesses, schools, health clubs, houses of worship, etc. to put out flyers and posters.  Will need reliable transportation and will require travel within your area. This will start Mid to late April up to the day of.

Registration :: Registering folks as they arrive. Wrist band check, working gate, cashier (must be atleast 18 y/o and able to count change. This will be verified).

Parking :: Directing cars to appropriate parking areas as well as directing them upon their exiting the Meadows. Will require long periods of standing and some walking.

Campsite Monitoring :: Will make routine checks to the camping areas and report any inappropriate behavior or problems to Staff member, will also be responsible for changing out trash as needed as well as picking up trash from grounds throughout the Meadows. Requires walking, lifting and bending.

KidZone :: Working with children to make shakers,  coloring,  face painting , bounce house monitoring, parade, etc.

First Aid/Medical ::  Will attend to basic emergency needs such as cuts, sun exposure, dehydration, hyperthermia, and minor injuries. Will act as triage and call in Paramedics if needed. Minimum of  a first responder level or higher, P.A. or R.N

Merchandising :: Selling t-shirts, drums, prayer flags, etc. Will need to be 18 or older if working with money. May require some lifting.

Hospitality/Vendor Staffing :: Will provide snacks and water for volunteers, Drum Circle Facilitators and artist. Will be available to "Booth-sit" for short periods of time. Will be restocking and may require heavy lifting.

Pre Event Set Up :: Will help with putting up flags, decorations, tables, chairs, electrical, drum circle set up. Requires a lot of lifting, carrying and manual work.

Post Event Set Break Down :: Will help with breaking down flags, decorations, tables, chairs, electrical, drum circle set up and storage. Requires a lot of lifting, carrying and manual work.

Technical :: Includes stage work, announcements, video, electrical, website monitoring and communications. Must have experience in these areas and able to lift and stand for long periods.

Trash Patrol :: Constant combing of the Meadows. Pick-up trash, alert the Trash Pick-up golf cart where bags are full, remind folks to recycle. 

Absolutely NO Smoking allowed on the property. Remind anyone caught that there is designated smoking area outside the Volunteer Gate and to pick up any butts they may have discarded. Cigarette Butts will seriously harm horses (they will eat them) ..
